Munya asks to see you privately. When you meet he tells you that he is Gay and his family do not know about this. Munya thinks that they will not accept him being Gay due to the family being very religious and saying homophobic insults when Gay people have appeared on the television. Pressure is mounting on him to get married and start a family from his mother and sisters. He asks what to do.

CJ is a 17 year old young man who arrived in the UK from Africa to visit his mum, a nurse at your local district hospital. CJ has not told anyone that he is attracted to other men. He has never had a boyfriend, is curious about Gay bars and finding love. When he gathers the courage to check out a popular local bar, he is overwhelmed by the attention he gets from guys on the scene.
